
NCGA RECOMMENDED METHOD FOR BREAKING T IES
Matching scorecards is the USGA recommended method for breaking ties. The method of matching
scorecards should be announced in advance and should also provide what will happen if this procedure
does not produce a winner. An acceptable method of matching scorecards is to determine the winner
on the basis of the best score for the last nine holes. If the tying players have the same score for the last
nine holes, then check the last six holes, then the last three holes, and finally the 18th hole. If the
scores are still tied, repeat the process with the front nine scores.
